TECHNICAL DATA

post moulding processes usually occur. Will not build up in the 
mould and helps to improve surface finish, reduce rejects and 
increase production.
Formula 20 is highly suited for use as a wax pattern release agent 
in lost wax casting applications. It eliminates the need to wax 
wash patterns prior to ceramic shell coat process.
N.B. The active material in Formula Twenty will allow postprocess 
treatment (e.g. painting, plating, bonding and thermowelding) of 
the moulded part.
