Theory of Operation

When the Neutraliser Jr. is ON
and its output is balanced, the green
LED indicator on the front of the unit will
be steadily lit. If an out of balance
condition is detected the balance circuit
will cause the green LED to flash until
the problem is corrected. See the
maintenance section for recommended
maintenance procedures. This feature
safeguards that the ionisation is
balanced, protecting sensitive
components and assemblies from being
exposed to harmful charging from an
out of balance ioniser.
